Mary V. Mazzacano, of Claverack, passed away Thursday, September 6, 2012 at Pine

Born May 29, 1925, she was the daughter of Ellen (Godfrey) Mahon and William Mahon.

She graduated from Roe Jan Central School in June of 1942. On April 15, 1950 she
married Fred Mazzacano.

Mary worked in the office of the Universal Match Company in Greenport before starting
her family.

She wanted to be remembered as someone who cared. She was proud of her role as a
local activist, having organized the Hudson Valley Fruit Growers Association Apple
Blossom Festival and the Roe Jan Alumni Association, and was instrumental in making
Olana a state historical site. She also served as publicity director for several
organizations. She organized and directed the first Office for the Aging in Columbia
County and was the Columbia County Bicentenial Co-chair. Mary worked in the NY State
Legislature for many years for Assemblyman Larry Lane, Senator Douglas Hudson,
Senator Joseph Bruno, and US Congressman Hamilton Fish, Jr. She served as both
deputy and clerk of the Columbia County Board of Supervisors, and was active in the
Republican Party serving as chairman of the Columbia County Republicans and was the
1987 recipient of the Columbia County Young Republicans Abraham Lincoln Award. Mary
enjoyed golfing, gardening, and painting, but most of all, her family. She was a
communicant of St. Mary's Church in Hudson.

She was predeceased by her brother, John Mahon, and her long time companion,
Clarence "lke" Harder.

Survivors include two sons, Gary (Alane) Mazzacano and Daniel (Elisa) Mazzacano; five
grandchildren, Gary Mazzacano, Jr., Gina (Brian) Molinski, Nicholas Mazzacano, Adam



Mazzacano, and Caitlyn Mazzacano, two great-grandchildren, Charlie and Bradley
Molinski, and several nieces and nephews.
